abroad, this is a grave
domestic issue,

Florida, for example,
ranks third in the nation in
terms of the number of
calls to the National Hu-
man Trafficking Hotline.
Most of these calls involve
the commercial sexual
exploitation of minors.

The average age of a
trafficked victim who is
first used for commercial
sex is between 12-14 years
old. These children are
vulnerable and often lured
into terrifying situations
from which they lack the
resources to extricate
themselves.

Whether it is paying
closer attention to our
surroundings or being
observant of body lan-
guage and behaviors (i.e.,
1y::nu.ng girls checking into

otels with no luggage,
wearing the same clothing
day after day, having mul-
tiple visitors at the same
room) or by simply down-
loading an app, like Traf-
fickCam.

TraffickCam allows
hotel guests to upload
photos of their hotel
rooms to a database. In-
vestigators then use the
photos to search for other
images taken by traffick-
ers in the same location.

These photos may have
been used to advertise the
victim for sex.

Raising awarencss
around human trafficking
has the power to save
thousands of children who
have fallen victim to this
horrific reality.
